The 1995 Beijing Platform for Action, ratified by
Canada, gave Canada the task of improving the status of
the girl child worldwide. In our own prosperous country,
however, only 15 percent of children requiring accessible
and regulated childcare can receive it. CFUW Clubs are
urged to contact their MPs and MLAs about the
deplorable situation of childcare and early learning in
Canada.
