Some 32,000 Canadians support 
grandmothers and parliamentarians’ 
efforts to fight HIV/Aids and TB in 
Africa and elsewhere

their grandchildren in the midst of an HIV/AIDS 
epidemic. It is on the backs and in the hearts of 
these elderly women that the hope of the next 
generation of Africa rests.”

Ottawa – MPs from all parties presented a 
petition on behalf of Canadian grandmothers in 
the House of Commons on March 6.

The petition, signed by more than 32,000 
Canadians, urges government action on three 

fronts: development assistance, 
contributions to the Global Fund to 
fight HIV/AIDS, TB and malaria, and 
urgently needed amendments to 
Canada’s Access to Medicines 
Regime. 

Over 140 parliamentarians, senators 
and prominent Canadians endorsed 
the grandmothers’ cause on an 
accompanying letter to the Prime 
Minister.  
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
